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The Ohio Hi-Point Early
Childhood Education Program
serves two main purposes.
The primary purpose of the center is to
serve as a training station for child care
assistants. The child care assistants
must develop skills in working with chil-
dren and an understanding of the social,
emotional, intellectual and physical de-
velopment of children. The secondary
purpose of the school is to provide a
valuable experience for the children.
The children will be exposed to activi-
ties and experiences which are often
difficult to offer at home. The Early
Childhood Education Center does not
replace the home experiences of the
child, it supplements them. The Early
Childhood Education staff believes that
child care should provide opportunities
and experiences which stimulate a
child's physical, social, intellectual and
emotional development.

The Ohio Hi-Point Early Childhood Edu-
cation Center provides childcare to in-
fants, toddlers and pre-schoolers. Day-
care is available Monday through Friday
to ten infants and toddlers from 6
weeks of age to under 36 months, and
24 preschoolers from the 3-5 years of
age.

Pre-school is available Tuesday through
Friday to children 3 years of age to 5
years of age. The Early Childhood Cen-
ter is an Ohio Department of Education
licensed center which provides experi-
ences that stimulate a child's physical,
social, intellectual, and emotional
development.
